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The paper presents a list of 15 species of parsitic Hyphomycetes (Deuteromycetes) collected in the
Bialowieza Nauonal Park and their distnbution in Poland. Some species were collected on new host plants or
have been reported from a few localitics only, For each taxon the binding names were given, Synonyms are
also given but only for those fungi which are described on host plants cited in the paper.
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INTRODUCTION

The present paper 1s the last in a senies of publications dealing with the occur-
rence of parsitic fungi in natural forest communities of the Bialowieza National Park.
The investigations were carried out in 1987-1990 1n a permanent sampling area
(V-100, division 256, Project “CRYPTO"”) (Falifiski, Mulenko, 1992; Mu-
lenko, 1994 a, b).

A list of 15 species of parasitic fungi belonging to the genera Deightoniella,
Mastigosporium, Mycovelosiella, Passalora, Phacelium, Phaeoramularia, Pollacia,
Spermosporina and Stenella is presented. The information about the distribution of
the fungi in Poland is provided. Amongst these fungi 2 species occurring on host
plants new for the Polish flora: Mastigosporium rubricosum (on Calamagrostis
arundinacea and C. canescens) and Mycovelosiella murina (on Viola epipsila). Se-
veral species can be included among rare fungi reported from single or scare locali-
ties. These are: Mycovelosiella murina (1 locality), Passalora bacilligera (4),
P. campi-silii (2), Spermosporina magnusiana (6) and Stenella Iythri (3).

The names of fungi were updated according to the latest taxonomic monographs
written by B r a u n (1990, 1992, 1993, 1994). The synonyms given for names of
species refer to fungi occurring only in Poland. The list of localities was made on the
basis of data from literature and includes fungi occurring on the wild plants.
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When describing host plants the type of forest community as well as the fre-
quency of occurrence and months of gatering were given.

This study was in part supported by the Polish Academy of Science, Project "CRYPTO", grant CPBP
(04.10.07). The material was haused in the Herbarium of the Department of Botany at UMCS.

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Streszczenie

W pracy zestawiono stanowiska 15 gatunkdéw grzybdw pasozytniczych roflin, nalezgcych do
Hyphomycetes. Podane przy nazwach gatunkdéw synonimy odnoszyg sig do greybdw notowanych tylko na
terytonum Polski; wymienione stanowiska dotyczg roslin wystgpujgeych dziko; nie uwzgledniono stanowisk
grzybdw na roflinach uprawnych.

Sposrdd wymienionych grzybéw 2 gatunki znaleziono na nowych dla flory Polski roslinach zywi-
cielskich: Mastigosporium rubricosum — na Calamagrosts arundinacea i C. canescens oraz Mycovelosiella
miring —na Viela epipsila. Nicktdre gatunki znane s3 w Polsce z pojedynczych lub tylko nielicznych stanowisk,
np.. Myvcovelosiella muring (1 stanowisko), Pussalora bacilligera (4), P. campi-silii (2), Spermosporina
magnusiana (6)1 Stenella lythei (3); kilka zebrano ponownie po uplywie kilkudziesigciu lat od daty pierwszego
zbioru, pozostale to greyby pospolite na terenie naszego kraju.
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
