Laricifomes officinalis in the Gorce Mountains (S Poland)

Information about second finding of Laricifomes officinalis (Batsch) Kotl. & Pouzar
(Fomitopsidaceae) in the Gorce Mountains in the External Western Carpathians is given, and
its legitimate and illegitimate selected synonyms are cited. This species in Poland is very rare
and threatened.
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INTRODUCTION

Laricifomes officinalis is very rare in Poland (Wojewoda, Lawrynowicz 2006). His-
torical localities of L. officinalis are cited by Luszczynski (2000) and Chlebicki &
Fuszcezynski (2002). The six contemporary localities were mentioned by Pigtka and
Szczepkowski (2004). In last years this species was published as Fomitopsis officinalis
(Vill.) Bondartsev & Singer (e.g., Ryvarden, Gilbertson 1993; Wojewoda 2003).

TAXONOMY

Laricifomes officinalis (Batsch) Kotl. & Pouzar

DISTRIBUTION IN THE GORCE MOUNTAINS

In the Polish Carpathians hitherto is known only one locality of Laricifomes offici-
nalis in Kroscienko nad Dunajcem (Skirgietto 1959; Wojewoda 1991). In the Her-
barium of the Institute of Botany, University of Warsaw is preserved the one frag-
ment of basidioma of Fomes officinalis (Vill.) Neuman: Kroscienko, 1955, Sept. 28,
coll. A. Skirgietlo, det. H. Orto§, WA 7195. During the excursion in September 1955
in the vicinity of Kroscienko nad Dunajcem (Skirgielto 1959, 2006) the fungi were
collected in three geographical regions: the Beskid Sadecki Mts, the Gorce Mts
and the Pieniny Mts, but exact localities are not mentioned. According to Skirgietto
(1.c.) most aphyllophoroid fungi were collected on the slope of ‘the elevation over
Zakretki’ (it is the mount Marszalek in the Gorce Mountains, Wojewoda 1991).

In 1970 Laricifomes officinalis was found probably in the same locality: S Po-
land, the External Western Carpathians, the Gorce Mountains, on S slope of the
mount Marszatek, under the peak of this mountain, ca 750 m a.s.l,, in the larch
forest with Abies alba, Fagus sylvatica and Picea abies, ca 3 km N of Kroscienko nad
Dunajcem centre, on the trunk of old living Larix decidua, 1970, April 17, coll. W.
Wojewoda, KRAM-F 48001 (Fig. 1). It is necessary to search this species on the
mount Marszatek.

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Laricifomes officinalis w Gorcach (Pd. Polska)

Streszczenie

We wrzesniu 1955 roku A. Skirgietto zorganizowata wycieczke mikologiczna w Karpaty, do
KroScienka nad Dunajcem. Uczestnicy: A. Skirgietto, B. Guminiska, A. Nespiak i M. Lisiew-
ska (Skirgietto 1959, 2006) zbierali grzyby w trzech regionach fizyczno-geograficznych: w Be-
skidzie Sadeckim, Gorcach i Pieninach. Dla okazu L. officinalis znajdujacego si¢ w Zielniku
Zaktadu Systematyki i Geografii Roslin Instytutu Botaniki Uniwersytetu Warszawskiego jako
stanowisko podane jest ,,KroScienko” ale Skirgietlo (1959) informuje, ze przewazajaca liczbg
Polyporaceae zebrano na zboczu ,,wzniesienia nad Zakretkami”. Wymienione ,,wzniesienie” to
gora Marszatek w Gorcach, lezaca ponad KroScienkiem nad Dunajcem. Uczestnicy wycieczki
zbierali grzyby takze na szczycie tej gory. W 1970 r. autor zebrat L. officinalis pod szczytem
Marszatka, by¢ moze na tym samym stanowisku, na ktorym gatunek ten znalazta A. Skirgietlo
w 1955 r. W. Wojewoda zebrat okazy tego gatunku 40 lat temu. Nie wiadomo czy stanowisko
to si¢ zachowalo. Konieczne jest poszukiwanie na Marszatku tego bardzo rzadkiego i zagro-
zonego w Polsce grzyba.

Gatunek ten w ostatnich latach wymieniany byt w publikacjach pod nazwa Fomitopsis of-
ficinalis (Vill.) Bondartsev & Sing. Obecnie obowiazuje uprawniona nazwa Laricifomes offici-
nalis (Batsch) Kotl. & Pouzar (MycoBank 2009).
